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The history of the West Coast Trail

The West coast is our playground and holidaying here has brought
many of our members to these parts to take up residency. Besides

beautiful scenery this part of Canada has a long history with many

interesting details.

At the beginning of the 20th century vessels visiting the various small
communities on the British Columbia coast, or coming from ports along
the Pacific rim, had no way of communicating once at sea. Vessels
sailed and were expected at their destination on a particular date. It
wasn't uncommon for a vessel to be late due to storms, or vanish and
debris to be discovered on a remote beach weeks later attesting to its
fate.

In 1907 the Dominion Government enacted a plan to increase the
safety of mariners along the southern coast. Money was provided to
build the present West Coast Trail, supply and man two lifeboats and
build a series of wireless stations.

During the summer and fall of 1907 there were crews spread along the
coast erecting the wireless station's masts and buildings. Stations were
constructed at Estevan Point, Pachena Point, Gonzales Hill, Point Grey
and Cape Lazo.

The first direct message between these two stations read: “Pachena
wireless station to Gonzales Hill wireless station. December 28. Con-
gratulations. You come in splendidly. Notwithstanding the opinion of
the experts, we can penetrate mountains

Ship owners quickly began fitting wireless equipment to their vessels.
Passengers, if given a choice, would book passage on a wireless fitted
vessel over one without that equipment. Owners also quickly saw the
advantage of knowing ahead of time a vessel's movements.

Within five years Triangle Island, Ikeda, Alert Bay and Digby Island were
added into the network giving complete coverage along the coastal
waters.
